Research Findings... Food for thought!
International Early Learning Child Well-being Study (IELS) conducted research
on reading and found the following:

e By age 5, parents reading to children, helping them read words and sentences, and having
back-and-forth conversations is associated with greater development in a range of areas.

e Reading to children at least 5 days a week was associated with greater development in
emergent literacy, when compared to those who did this less than once a week.

e Children whose parents helped them to read words and sentences on 3 or more days a week
had greater development in both emergent literacy, emergent numeracy, and the self-
regulation measures than children whose parents did so less than once a week or never

e  Children with more books in the house did better in all areas.

e Parental engagement with schooling was associated with greater development, particularly in
social-emotional measures.
